9th GRADE

Preparation begins even in the first year of high
school — our students are equipped by building a
four-year plan, choosing courses that align with their
interests, as well as understanding all about GPAs
and high school transcripts.

10th GRADE

As our sophomores have the foundation of planning
for college, we help them explore careers and
prepare them for crucial life skills such as identifying
strengths and areas for improvement, developing
productive habits and building support networks.

11th GRADE

Our juniors further immerse themselves in practical
skills that are useful as they navigate college
preparation. Learning how to attend college fairs,
test prep strategies, writing application essays, and
understanding the financial aspects (scholarships,
FAFSA, cost of attendance) of higher education are all
part of our college-prep program for 11th grade.

12th GRADE

Seniors understand the steps and requirements

for college and prepare to submit compelling
essays. They’ll also learn how to assess a college
and see if it’s a right fit or explore other options
such as military careers, vocational school, and
other opportunities. Ultimately, our 12th graders are
equipped with vital skills in college success, resume
writing, and career readiness.
